The film illustrates the harsh, oppressive realities 
(among them heartache and rape) and limited op-
portunities traditionally available to transwomen 
in India. However, it also portrays strong friend-
ships, romance, the importance of chosen fam-
ilies, and the contributions Hijra women make 
to their larger communities. The cast includes a 
large number of Indian transwomen, making this 
a unique contribution to global trans* films.
